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Why Study History

The second of our subject profiles has been written
by Mr Phillips and is about History, a subject that is
also part of the Humanities status of the school:
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businesses, factories, classrooms, offices and all other
workplaces fell silent to remember those who fought and
died for this country.

What skills do you learn?

Many of the jobs History leads to stem from the wide

mixture of essential skills you learn in the subject. This
includes: how to judge evidence, how to create effective
arguments, to be able to explain different attitudes and
opinions and to be able to present your ideas. Long gone are
the days when History students only become Historians; in
fact these days History students follow an exciting and
varied selection of career paths.

What jobs does it lead to?

Journalists, business owners, TV presenters,
lawyers, barristers, advertising executives,
professors/teachers, editors, authors, plus
many many more!

What we study at The Elmgreen School:

Key Stage Three:

We study a variety of different topics including:

The Battle of Hastings; Medieval England; Tudors and
Stuarts; Industrial Revolution; Black History: From Slavery
to Civil Rights; World Wars One and Two; Local Lambeth
History.

Key Stage Four:
GCSE History gives you the choice to either pursue a full or
short course. We go into more depth with topics and give

you a chance to explore those areas of History you find
most interesting in more detail.

Amongst many others we will be studying:

Martin Luther King and other Civil Rights leaders.

The Vietnam War; The Cold War; Hitler and the causes of
World War Two, Treaty of Versailles; History of
Immigration into the UK; World War Two Britain

How do we learn History at The EImgreen School?

At the school we make full use of our superb range of
work resources. Students have so far: used historical
sources to solve History mysteries, worked on group
projects to make decisions and reenacted famous
Historical Battles and events. They have also had
opportunities to make use of the computer rooms in
History for research, activities and presentation. It is
intended in the near future that we train pupils to make
their very own History focused podcasts and movies.
