What kind of Art will you study?

Students learn about a wide variety of artists in order to
help them think and act as artists themselves. All
students started the year studying a variety of
contemporary artists in relation to Black History Month
and produced work in the style of those artists.

Themes for the rest of the year across Key Stage 3
include: Abstract Art and Music, Self Portraits, Japanese
Art, Indian Art, War and Conflict, Street Art, Memory,
Landscape and Journeys.

What is an Art GCSE like?
