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Looking ahead to Key Stage 4

Q uite soon Year 9 will be making decisions about which subjects they
want to continue studying into Years 10 and 11. Up to now almost all
of Year 9 have been following the same curriculum and a similar mix of
subjects. However, in Year 10 students will follow the same core curriculum
for 3 out of 5 days a week but can choose very different courses for the
other 2 days!

The core curriculum, which everyone follows, comprises: English, Maths,
Science, Citizenship, Religious Education, ICT and PE.

Students might then be able to choose from: Art, Drama, Music, French,
Spanish, History, Geography, Design Technology, Sociology, Media
Studies, Business Studies, Psychology, Statistics, Triple Science, additional
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to a range of different qualifications. The school will also organise for some
students to access courses elsewhere in Lambeth which we cannot offer
here, such as carpentry, childcare or motorcycle maintenance.
