D esign Technology at The Elmgreen School is 

studied throughout key stage 3. It is delivered in 6 

termly rotations, which allows all students to experience 

each subject specialism (graphics, resistant materials, 

system control, textiles, CAD/ CAM and food).  Within 

each area students will gain knowledge and 

understanding of materials and design principles as well 

as having the opportunity to investigate and partake in a 

variety of processes and techniques. The focus of the 

curriculum is very much on the development of student 

understanding and independence through practical 

experimentation. Students will expand on their 

communication and problem solving skills by completing 

work in groups as well as individually.    

Topics currently being completed in design technology:  

Year 7  

 Art Deco Clocks ɬ Students gain 

knowledge about a specific design 

period. Using this research they 

develop their own ideas into 

Clocks. Students then manufacture 

their design from 

plastic using basic 

cutting and joining 

techniques.   

      Felt and quilting production  - Students  

work on the production of felt and then  

use their material to make embellished 

oven gloves. 

Year 8  

 Focused practical tasks ɬ Dice and coat 

hook ɬ students use a range of hand 

tools, templates and jigs to produce 

identical dice looking at batch 

production and control measures. 

Students then work from working 

drawings to produce a metal coat 

hook.  The hook is mounted on a 

backboard which is designed and 

produced by the students using 

our CAD Cam Facilities.  

Design Technology  

Resistant materials/Systems and Control  ɬ Students  

learn about electronic components and through short 

focused practical tasks, develop their theory knowledge 
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design and make a mini light.  

Textiles ɬ  Mexican Day of  the Dead- Students learn a 

range of techniques whilst studying the Mexican Day of 

the Dead festival. These techniques lead to a final wall 

hanging piece. 

Year 9  

Cad /Cam ɬ Students work in teams to 

produce a batch of vases using CAD CAM 

technology.   

Desk Tidy- Students investigate wood ɬ 

looking at joints finishes and categories. 

They complete a series of short practical 

tasks before starting an individual desk 

tidy project where 

they go through the whole design 

process. 

Textiles ɬ  Graffiti Duffel Bag - 

students look at graffiti and  

produce their own work based on 

the investigations. They use 

printing and sewing techniques  

to develop this work into a duffel 

bag.    

It has been a productive and exciting time in design 

technology this term 

with a number of 

creative and inspiring 

projects being produced 

by all year groups. As the 
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move to completion,  Miss 

Knowles and the design 

technology staff would 

like to say a massive Well 

Done and Thank you   to all 

those students who have 

consistently  been getting it 

right!!
